Domestic Matter—First-class, letters and all written or sealed matter,
two cents per ounce or fraction thereof. Second-class, entered newspapers
and magazines, one cent for four ounces or fraction thereof. Third-class,
books, photographs and printed matter generally, one cent for each two
cunces or fraction thercof. Fourth-class, merchandise, bill heads, cut flowers,
flour sacks, printed or unprinted, etc., one cent for each ounce or fraction
thereof.
