Whatever You Love, You Are
(Touch And Go)
The instrumental alchemy of Aus-
tralia’s the Dirty Three, guided by
the plaving of fiddling frontman
Warren Ellis, has always been best
caught live-to-tape. Each of the
band’s previous five studio albums
snatched the band’s crackling elec-
tricity out of the air, moment by
moment. Whatever You Love, You Are,
however. 1akes an entirely new tack.
While the impressionistic, painterly
plaving of drummer Jim White and
guitarist Mick Turner remains
steadfast, Ellis’s fiddling is recorded
in multiple overdubs, and the effect
is as difterent from the band’s previ-
ous recordings as a tree stripped
bare in winter differs from its full
bloom come spring — an explosion
of life, color and texture. On what
is perhaps the album’s best track.
“Some Things I Just Don’t Want To
Know,” a chorus of violins softly
pleads a refrain until Ellis’s sooth-
ing and resolute lead line enters the
song with a paternalistic force, slow-
ly coaxing the chorus of fiddles into
its orbit. Such moments demon-
strate why Ellis is such a rarity in
music: He's an artist who never leis
reason and intellectual measure
block the path that connects his
heart to his hands on the violin. His
talent is as breathtaking as ever on
Whatever You Love.... Devour this
music with the same abandon with
which it’s played and you'll be spell-
bound.

JUNGLE BROTHERS

Interview by Ron Hart

When The Jungie Brothers fused hip-hop and dance
music to make their 1988 club classic “I'll House
You,” they launched a trend that pop music wouldn’t
catch up with until the mid-90’s. On their fifth album,
Mike 6 and Baby Bam roll deep into the future sounds
of the RPM underground once again. Produced by
Propellerheads deckmaster Alex Gifford, ¥./.P takes
the J Beez's mix of hip-hop music, drum ’n’ bass and
big beat to the next level. The result is the group’s
most satisfying work since 1989’s Done By The
Forces Of Nature. CMJ spoke with Baby Bam on the
eve of 1//P's release.

What initially turned you on to dance music?

Just being in the clubs all the time. We would play all
night hip-hop spots at Union Square and Latin Quar-
ter [in New York City]. And to change the pace a little
bit midway through the night, the DJ would play
house, to get the people on the floor dancin'. And then
from that | went on to frequent other clubs, checking
out cats like Todd Terry. And he started to put more
hip-hop breaks and beats in it, so it became more
understandable to me. So when | heard that element
of house music, | was like, “I think | can do this.” And
when | was presented the option to do [“I'll House
You"] aver a Todd Terry beat, we added little breaks
and beats to it in order to bring it to what we felt was
a Jungle Brother hip-hop level.

Are you and Mike 6. are still tight with the rest of
your Native Tongue brethren these days?

Yeah, we stay in touch but | think it's more of a busi-
ness thing. Things have changed. Like De La, for
instance, came up with that first album and it was
that hippie happy-go-lucky vibe and they got
slammed for it. Ever since then they've been going
into this more hardcore and serious route. I'm trying
to go light. I'm trying to be happy, for my own well-
being. I'm not gonna go into the studio with no hang-
ups, I'm not gonna let anything drag me down and |
ain't writing about it. It's like whenever | feel good I'm
goin’ in the studio and making a track. That's the way
it’s beem and that’s the way it's gonna stay.

Report Indicates 68
Concert-Related
Deaths in 1999

In 1999, 68 people died in concert-
related incidents worldwide, according to a
report released by the concert safety con-
sulting group, Crowd Management Strate-
gies (CMS). The number of fatalities is the
highest in the past decade, inflated by a
horrific outdoor event in Minsk, Belarus.
The event, featuring the band Mango
Mango, was marred by the deaths of 53 peo-
ple, who were killed in a stampede in an
underground subway passage by fans trying
to escape a hailstorm. Previously, the worst
year for deaths was in 1997 when 19 people
were killed according to Crowd Manage-
ment Strategies’ figures.

CMS has supported greater regulations
for fan safety at concerts, a cause that
recently received support in the California
State Assembly. Following the death of
Christopher King, 14, who fell on his head
while crowd surfing at a Neurosis concert in
San Bernardino last year, Assemblywoman
Nell Soto introduced a bill that would
require a paramedic to be on duty at any
general admission venue holding more
than 500 people. The bill should come up
for public debate in April.

Critics have called the report sensa-
tionalistic, and Gary Bongiovanni, Editor
of the trade magazine Pollstar, told Sonic-
Net that the report was “grandstanding,”
pointing to the fact that most of the fatali-
ties over the past 10 years have occurred
outside the United States. “I’s not the
same as 50 people dying at a Korn concert
at Madison Square Garden, and to imply
that to politicians or parents is misleading,”
said Bongiovanni.

Crowd Management Strategies presi-
dent Paul Wertheimer defended the report,

and accused the concert industry of drag-
ging its feet on voluntary standards because
to do so would be to admit responsibility for
fan safety. “They've been in denial for so
long that perhaps to acknowledge it now
would mean they could have been doing
better all along,” Wertheimer said.

Besides the annual reports on concert
safety, Wertheimer’s group authored a
report on improving the safety of moshing
at concerts, and in 1979 wrote the public
task force report investigating the death of
eleven people at Cincinnati’s Riverfront
Coliseum in a rush for general admission
seats before a concert by The Who.

Maverick Inks Olive

Maverick Records has signed British
trip-hop duo Olive. The label plans to
release the group’s second full-length,
Trickle, on May 30. The pair — vocalist
Ruth-Ann and keyboardist/ producer Tim
Kellett — appeared on the soundtrack to
the new Madonna vehicle The Next Best
Thing, contributing a cover of 10cc’s “I'm
Not In Love.”

Olive ended its agreement with RCA
Records last year, and was soon approached
by Maverick with the soundtrack opportu-
nity. After hearing tracks for the new
album, Maverick knew immediately that
they wanted to sign them, according to
Maverick co-partner Guy Oseary. RCA
released the act’s hit single, “You're Not
Alone,” in 1995 and Olive followed that up
with its fulllength debut, Extra Virgin, in
1996.

Partner For Custom CDs

CustomDisc.com, a leading Internet
music marketing and distribution compa-
ny, announced an equity-based strategic
relationship with Sony Music that will give
CustomDisc users access to over 10,000
tracks from Sony’s numerous labels.

content will be applied to various enter-
tainment devices, including custom CDs,
CustomMiniDiscs and business-to-busi-
ness applications.

The deal is a boon to music lovers
because it allows Sony Music to reintro-
duced out-of-print back catalog albums
using CustomDisc.com’s JIT (justin-time)
manufacturing facilities to press the discs
according to retail demand instead of cre-
ating expensive inventories. Among the
recordings under the Sony umbrella of
labels are albuins by Michael Jackson, Billy
Joel, The Clash, Oasis, Rage Against The
Machine and Bob Dylan.

The deal with Sony marks Cus-
tomDisc’s first deal with a major label. Last
year Musicmaker.com, another purveyor of
custom-made CDs, announced a deal with
EMI, home to the catalogs of the Beatles,
Pink Floyd, David Bowie and the Red Hot
Chili Peppers. To date, CustomDisc has
already licensed 250,000 individual tracks
from more than 200 record labels.

United News & Media, the London-
based owner of several European and U.S.
media and entertainment properties,
announced plans to invest nearly $600 mil-
lion in its Internet businesses over the next
two years. A significant amount of that cap-
ital will go to their online consumer busi-

nesses including Dotmusic.com, a UK
music Web site, the youth-focused Rapture
Television and Megastar.co.uk, a male
lifestyle portal.

United News did not provide details on
its online music strategy, though it hopes to
boost e-commerce and advertising rev-
enues by investing in these properties.
United News also owns Miller Freeman
Entertainment, Lid., which owns U.S.-
based radio and music trade magazines
Gavin Report, Music Business [nternational
and Music Week.

A fifth of the company’s investment
will go into LineOne, a joint Internet ser-
vice provider (ISP} venture with British
Telecommunications (BT). The partner-
ship could allow United News to market
and distribute even more music over the
Web and eventually through wireless net-
works as that side of the business develops.
BT recently announced a joint venture with
Panasonic to develop wireless distribution
services and products, including ones that
will enable consumers to download music
from phones to personal stereos.

Another $160 million of United News’
planned investment will go to CMP Media,
which United News acquired last year, inte-
grating it into its Miller Freeman sub-
sidiary. CMP’s properties include the mag-
azines Information Week, EE Times, Network
Computing, and the online publication
TechWeb.

16 amphitheaters in the top 10 markets. In
addition, SFX is the largest producer and
promoter of specialized motor sport shows,
and is a leading fully-integrated sports
marketing and management company
representing over 650 professional
athletes. SFX also develops and manages
touring Broadway shows in 55 markets.

“This transaction allows Clear
Channel, through SFX, to gain immediate
leadership in the highly attractive live
entertainment sector, while taking
advantage of the natural relationship
between radio and live music events. It
leverages the marketing and promotional
strength of Clear Channel’s broadcasting
and outdoor advertising platforms and
adds a new component to the marketing
solutions which Clear Channel can
provide,” said Lowry Mays, Chairman/
CEO of Clear Channel Communications.

On the day of the merger
announcement, SFX reported record
results for the year ending December 31,
1999. Revenue was nearly double than
those of 1998, increasing from $888.9
million to $1.68 billion. Last year nearly 60
million people attended approximately
24,000 events promoted and/or produced
by SFX.

get a faculty member to sponsor their
request, and they’ll likely get it, according
to USC student body President Tyler
Kelley, who presided over a campus
discussion of the problem.

Some critics have argued that the
bandwidth losses suggested by the
universities are overstated, and are instead
a cover-up for what might be the
institutions’ real concern: avoiding a
lawsuit by the Recording Industry
Association of America (RIAA). The music
industry organization filed suit against
Napster in December for alleged copyright
infringement. The suit claimed that the
product allows people to access
unauthorized copies of music from RIAA
artists. RIAA has sent cease-and-desist
letters to school administrators upon
finding illegal copies of copyrighted music
on a school’s network servers, and has
even gone so far as to threaten to file suit
against both the student and the university.

Students at the affected colleges are
not taking the ban lying down. Brian
Paulson of Indiana University is
spearheading a petition drive under the
name Students Against University
Censorship. Arguing that the students pay
for access to the school’s resources and
should therefore have a voice in how

they're handled, the group is hoping to
obtain 10,000 signatures by March 15.

Attempts to shut off access to Napster
have encountered other troubles. At
Stanford, senior David WeeKkly has posted a
tutorial on how students can bypass the
university's filter and access Napster
through a proxy server outside the
university network. And the proliferation
of other programs similar to Napster, such
as iMesh, makes it difficult, if not
impossible, to keep students from getting
the music they want.

Napster is helping universities develop
ways to handle and control bandwidth
bottlenecks as they prepare for a full
product launch later this month. The
software, which allows users to trade MP3’s
directly with other users by turning their
computer into a Web server, is only in beta
release, but, according to Napster VP
Elizabeth Brooks, it already has millions of
users. Meanwhile, Napster vows to fight the
RIAA lawsuit.

debate in Israel over whether the singer
should have been forthcoming about her
illness. Haza originally checked into the
hospital suffering from pneumonia two
weeks ago, and, according to administra-
tors at Tel Aviv’s Sheba Hospital, her con-
dition rapidly deteriorated.

Haza was best-known for integrating
traditional Yemeni melodies with dance
beats on her multi-million selling, interna-
tional hit album, Skaday. The album, which
earned her the moniker, “the Israeli
Madonna,” produced a top twenty U.K.
pop hit in “Im Nin Alu” and featured
“Galbi,” which was later sampled by Eric B.
& Rakim on their classic song “Paid In
Full.” Her voice was also prominently sam-
pled on the dance hit, “Pump Up The Vol-
ume,” by M. A.R.R.S.

A popular multi-cultural performer,
Haza followed-up Shaday with Desert Wind in
1989, which was her first record sung main-
ly in English. Several years later, she would
break new ground with the Don Was-pro-
duced Kirya, a Grammy-nominated album
featuring guest appearances by Lou Reed,
Iggy Pop and Sisters Of Mercy.

Born in Tel Aviv, Israel, on November
19, 1957, Haza began singing with an
award-winning theatre troupe at the age of
12. After two years of mandatory service in
the Isreali military, Haza launched her solo
career and developed her unique vocal
style, which was modeled after various
Yemeni folk singers. She maintained a low
profile for much of the '90s, but returned
in 1997 with a self-titled album on BMG
International. She followed that release up
in 1998 with several songs that she con-



tributed to Steven Spielberg’s animated
feature, Prince of Egypt.

opportunities — which means rather than
spending obscene sums of money on
music videos, the label will be looking to
leverage a wider variety of smaller-scale
opportunities.

“Cracker hasn’t had a lot of success in
terms of MTV. They're more of a rootsy
band,” Sig Sigworth, Director of Product
Management for Virgin told CM]J. “It
makes more sense to go straight to the
fanbase and consumer level and bring it
up from there, [rather] than try the top-
down approach of going to MTV with a
video. We’re going to spend our money
elsewhere initially and if it warrants it, we
will do a video later on down the road.
After all, they’re not Christina Aguilera,”
he added.

The first single to be serviced to
college radio will be “Be My Love,” one of
three new songs recorded specifically for
this release. The other new songs include
“Eyes of Mary” and “Heaven Knows I'm
Lonely Now.”

David Lowery and company recently
completed a series of shows on the West
Coast with his former partners, Camper
Van Beethoven; they will be making a
short East Coast jaunt immediately after
the album’s release, making stops in
Philadelphia, Boston, Providence, RI,
Washington DC, Atlantic City, NJ and
New York City. In May, the band will
resume the tour in the Midwest with
several weeks of confirmed shows in
college towns such as Omaha, NE,
Madison, WI, South Bend, IN,
Kalamazoo, MI and Knoxville, TN. The
opening band for these dates has not
been announced. One of the recent
shows with CVB at the House of Blues was
recorded for Westwood One radio
network and will be broadcast at a later
date.

According to Sigworth, Cracker will
likely be opening for a big band on one
of the blockbuster summer tours, though
nothing is confirmed as yet. Similarly,
while nothing is locked down, Virgin has
extensive online promotional plans that
will almost surely include exclusive
downloadable tracks available exclusively
through online retailers. “Lowery has
already picked out four or five previously
unreleased tracks for inclusion in the
promotion,” Sigworth says. “We’re trying
to incorporate everything into a more
comprehensive Internet campaign
instead of the kind of little one-off chats
here and there,” he added.

An album of all new material still
appears far off in the distance for

Cracker. Lowery spent much of 1999 co-
producing the new Counting Crows
album, and it’s unlikely he will return to
the studio before next fall.

BBC Sessions (Fuel 2000-Universal)

Short, sharply dressed and even sharper-
sounding, East London’s Small Faces bare-
ly made a ripple in the States, but were one
of the most
influential
British rock
bands of the
1960s. Teens
when  they
started, barely
adults when
they split up,
they left
behind four
albums and
several classic singles that have influenced
every generation of power pop since. The
Brit-pop of Oasis and Blur and the paisley-
fied pop of the Elephant 6 collective are
the band’s most recent students.

(Note
just how blatantly Led Zeppelin’s “Whole
Lotta Love” ripped off the Small Faces’ ver-
sion of “You Need Loving”). The Small
Faces fragmented into Humble Pie and the
Faces (featuring Rod Stewart) in 1969, and
the last three tracks point clearly to the
direction those bands would pursue.
Check the band’s Decca and Sony releases
for the full story, though BBC Sessions is a

Truth & Soul (Columbia, 1988)

If being ahead of one’s time can result in a
person or entity being labeled as “crazy,”
then I officially declare Fishbone to be
undeniably insane. Conpared to such ska-
lite groups as the Mighty Mighty Bosstones
or Goldlinger, both of whom realized mod-
erate commercial success in the mid/late-
"90s while exposing ska music to the mass-
es, Fishbone preceded the boogic boat by a
good 10 vears. \nd although Fishbone
never broke out like their funk soul broth-
ers the Red Hot Chili Peppers, vocalist/
saxophonist Angelo Moore and company
did garner a substantial cult following dur-
ing the late-"80s, precisely around the time
my music collection became a little Fishv.
The very lirst time 1 heard Truth & Soul,
Fishbone's second full-length effort, I was
immediately floored by its dizzying combi-
nation ol high voltage funk, powerlul punk
and frenctic ska. This time around, howev-
er, the band introduced hard rock grooves
into the fold, resulting in a record that is
easily the group’s finest to date and
arguably one of the most ambitious and
memorable of the decade. The first thing I
notice about anv record is the music, and
Truth & Soul delivers like a mailman on
steroids. But the record’s hyrics were, and
still are, what truly inspire me. Tracks such
as “Deep Inside.” “Slow Bus Movin’” and
“Subliminal Fascism™ further opened my
eves to the problems of racism in America,
an almost nonexistent issue in my voung
life as 1 grew up on the sheltered shores of
Long Island. In addition, the band’s infec-
tious cover of the early-'70s Curtis Mavfield
hit “Freddie’s Dead” is one of the recent,
rare examples of a reproduction nearly
matching the original. Compared to the
music industry’s current crop of ska/ funk
bands.

Police have issued a misdemeanor assault summons to Matthew
Gostlin, 26, of Akron, Ohio, according to a deputy clerk of courts at the
Portage County Municipal Court in Kent. Gostlin has a court date set for
March 16. Jordana was on tour in support of her recently-released The
Cities Collection album (on Liquid Sky Music) and was leaving a small club
in Kent after a performance when the assault occurred. The reason for
the attack has not been determined. Although a press release from Liq-
uid Sky Music, and several Internet, sites have speculated that the attack
was a hate crime (Jordana, formerly Joe LeSesne, began highly-publicized
Jordana sex change operations in 1999), recent coverage of the incident in the
March 1-7 issue of the Village Voice cites a second hand account of a fan who claims to have
spoken to the attacker at the time of the incident, who evidently implied that the assault may
actually have been motivated by a personal beef between Gostlin and Jordana. The Village
