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SUMMARY

Ryazhsk Ammunition Depot Morthwest is
located 16 kilometers (km) west-northwest of
Kyazhsk (Figure 1).

The installation covers approximately 300
ncres and contains a double-secured storage
area and a support area with a total of 2 admin-
istration buildings, 6 barracks, 4 storage build-
ings, 64 ammunition storage buildings, 40 sup-

port buildings, and 3 rail-to-road transloading

~ buildings (KFigures 2 and 3).

'I'he installation is covered on 6 KEYIOLE
missions between April 1962 and October 1964.
Comparative analysis reveals no change in
facilities "and only light activity throughout this
period.
